All projects start at 10.00am at the designated meeting place.  If you intend to arrive later, please arrange to meet on site.  You are not required to stay all day, or even work all day!  Don’t forget to bring some food and drink, to dress in old clothes and to wear stout footwear (preferably safety toe-caps).  Please also bring work/gardening gloves. N.B. Children under 18 years MUST be accompanied by a responsible parent/guardian.

February 12th - Rayleigh Mount (National Trust)

Meet by the main entrance to the Mount in Bellingham Lane, near the Mill Hall.                                                           
Main task planned is coppicing on the slope leading up to the windmill.

February 26th – Roach River tidy up
Meet at Rankin’s Cricket Club Pavilion, Broomhills, Stambridge Road, Rochford.

Entry to the ground is by the private driveway opposite the Cherry Tree PH, the gate will be open from about 9.30am (shelter and toilets will be available).

We will be removing litter from along the riverside.  This is part of the Roach Valley Way, a 23 mile long distance path that takes in a variety of landscapes including the ancient woodlands of Hockley and the Roach and Crouch estuaries.

There may also be some blackthorn clearance (bring thick gloves!) and tree planting.
March 12th - Butts Hill Pond, Canewdon (Essex Wildlife Trust)
Meet on site, access is via Butts Paddock.  Enter private driveway on right hand side, just a few metres along in Butts Paddock. 
General maintenance at this site, with possible tree work.  Please bring wellingtons or waders, if you have them, as there may be pond work too.
March 26th - Canewdon sites (e.g. Finches Nature Reserve / Lion Creek (EWT) / Village Pond)      
Meet by the Anchor PH car park, High Street, Canewdon.
General maintenance tasks such as path/pond clearance and other jobs, as required.

April 9th – Easter Sunday (No project planned)
April 23rd - St. Mary’s Nature Reserve, North Shoebury (Southend Borough Council)

Meet in the car park of St. Mary’s church, North Shoebury Road, North Shoebury.

General maintenance required at this site (path, litter clearance etc.).
.N.B. This may be a morning-only project.
