January 12th - St. Laurence Orchard, Eastwood (Trust Links / Southend Borough Council)

Meet on site.  The Orchard is on the corner where St. Laurence Way meets Eastwoodbury Lane.

Hedge maintenance and possibly cutting back willow.  We will also be preparing the site ready for the Trust Links’ annual Wassailing event on Sunday 19th January (2.00pm until 3.00pm) – we hope you can join us then too!
January 26th – Finches Nature Reserve, Canewdon

Meet by the Anchor PH car park, High Street, Canewdon.

Coppicing around the pond at Finches, path work and other winter jobs, as necessary.
February 9th - Rayleigh Mount (National Trust)

Meet by the main entrance to the Mount in Bellingham Lane, near the Mill Hall.                                                           
Work includes cutting back paths and possibly coppicing on the slope leading up to the windmill.

February 23rd – No project arranged

March 9th - Butts Hill Pond, Canewdon (Essex Wildlife Trust)
Meet on site, access is via Butts Paddock.  Enter private driveway on right hand side, just a few metres along in Butts Paddock.

March 23rd - Canewdon sites (e.g. Finches Nature Reserve, Paddock Copse, Village Pond)
