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Rayleigh Mount, Then and Now!
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The three earlier images are taken in the first few decades of the 20th Century, with the one showing the sails being the earliest and c1909 or before, as this was when they were removed.  All the images show the significant vegetation changes since then with the establishment of significant tree growth.

In terms of the SEECV relationship with the National Trust’s Rayleigh Mount, our first task there was on Sunday 30th August 1987 (Yes, nearly 38 years ago!). This involved pond work, and like the next task there on 31st July 1988, probably involved the removal of Azolla.

And so many tasks there since!!
